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Agreement for the Establishiment of the

PREAMBLE:
The Contracting Partics,

‘Recalling international law as reflected in relevant provisions of the United Nations Convenlion on the
Law of the $ea of [0 December 1982,

Further recalling the Agreement-for the Tmplementation of the Provisions of the Law of the Sea of 10
Decemnber 1982 relating to the Conservation and Management of Straddling Fish Stocks and Highly
Migratory Fish Stecks of 4 December 1995, the Agreement to promote Compliance with Internationat
Conservation and Management Measures by Fishing Vessels on the High Seas of 24 November 1993,
as well s other relevant international instruments concerning the conservation and management of
living marine respurces,

Taking imo account the Code of Conduct for Responsible Fisheries adopted by the Food and
Agriculture QOrganization Conference at its Twenty-eighth Session on 31 Oclober 1995, and reiated
instruments adopted by the Food and Agriculture Organization Conference,

Having a mumal inferess in the development and the proper utilization of the living marine resources
in the Mediterranean and the Black Sea (hereafier veferred 1o as the “area of application™),

Acknowledging the specificities of the different subregions in the area of application,

Determined 10 ensure the long-term conservation and sustainable use of living marine resources and
maring ecosystems in the area of application, ’

Recognizing the economic, social and nutritional benelits deriving (rom the sustainable use of living
marine resources in the area of application,

Further recognizing thas. under international law, States are required to cooperate in the conservation
and management of living marine resources and the proiection of their ecosystems,

Affirming that responsible aguaculture reduces stress on living marine resources and plays an
important role in the promotion and better use of aquatic living resources, including {ood security,

Conseious of the need to avoid adverse impacts on the moarine environment, preserve biodiversity and
minimize the risk of long-term or irreversible cffects of the use and explojlation of Hving marine
TESOUrCES, '

Mindful that effective conservation and management must be based on the best scientific information
available and on the application of the precautionary approach,

Aware of the importance of coastal fishing communities and of the need to involve fishers, relevani
protessional organizations and civil society erganizations in decision-making processes,
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Determined 10 cooperate effectively and take action 1o prevent, deter and eliminate illegal, unreported
and unreguiated fishing,

Recognizing the special requirements of developing Staies 1o assisi them to participate effectively in
the conscrvation, managemeni and farming of living marine resources,

Convined that the conservation and sustainable use of the living marine resources in the arca of
applicalion and the prolection of the marine ecosystems in which those resources occur plays a major
role in the context of blue growth and sustainable development,

Recognizing the need 10 establish for these purposes the General Fisheries Commission for the
Mediterranean {whose acronym shall be *GFCM?”) within the framework of the Food and Agriculture
Organization of the United Nations, under Article XIV of its Constitution,

Have agreed as follows:
Articie 1; Use of terms

¢) “aguaculture” means the farming of aquatic living resources;

d)y “Contracting Parly” means any Stale and regional economic imegeation orgamzation
comprising the Commission pursuant to Article 4;

e} “Cooperaling non-Contracting Party” means a Member or Associale Member of the
Organization and such non-member States as are members of the United Nations or any of
its specialized ogencies oot formally associated as s Contracting Party with the
Commission which abides by measures referred 10 in Article 8(b);

f) “fishing” means searching for, altracting, locating, catching, taking or harvesting of living
marine resources or any activity which can reasonably be expected to result in attracting,
locating, catching, taking or harvesting of living marine resources:

g) “fishing capacity” means the maximum amount of {ish that could be taken in a fishery or
by a single fishing unit {e.g. 2 fisher, community, vessel or fleet) aver @ period of lime
(e.g. season, year), given the biomass and age structure of the fish stock and the present
state of the technology, in the absence of any regulated catch limitations and if the means
available are fully used;

h) *fishing effort” means the amount of fishing gear of a specific type used on the fishing
grounds over a given unit of Gme (e.g. hours trawled per day, number of hooks set pec day
or number of hauls of a beach seine per day); when two or more kinds of gear are used,
the respective efforts must be adjusted 1o some standard type before being added;
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i) “fishing related activities” means any operation in support of, or in preparation for fishing
activities, including landing, packeging, processing, transshipping or twansporting of fish, -
as weli as provisioning of personnel, fuel, gear and other supplics;

j) “illegal, unreported and unregulated fishing” refers to the activities set out in paragraph 3
of the 2001 FAO Internationa! Plan of Action 1o Prevent, Deter and Eliminate Hlegal,
Unreported and Unregulated Fishing;

k) “maximum sustainable yield” means the highest theoretical equilibrium yicld that can be
continuously taken (on average) from a stock under exisling (average) environmental
conditions without affecting the reproduction process;

1) “straddiing stocks” means stocks which occur both within the exclusive economic zones
and in areas beyond and adjacent to the exclusive economic zones; and

m) “vessel” means any vessel, ship of another type or boal used for, equipped to be used for,
or intended to be used for fishing or fishing related activities.

Article 2: ‘Objective

The Contracting-Parties-hereby-establish-within-the. framework-of the Constitution-of the Food.and
Agriculture Organization (hereinafier referred to as “the Organization”) & Commission to be known
as the General Fisheries Commission for the Mediterrancan (hereinafter referred lo a5 "the
Commission”), for the purpose of exercising the functions and discharging the responsibilities szt
out in this Agreement.

. The objective of the Agreement is lo ensure the conservation and sustainable use, at the biological,
social. economic and environmental level, of living marine resources, as well as the sustainable
development of aquaculture in the area of application.

3, The headquarlers of the Commission shall be in Rome, ltaly.

Article 3: Area of npplication

The geopraphical aren of application of this Agreement camprises all marine waters of the.
Mediterranean Sea and the Black Sea.

Nothing in this Agreement, nor any act or activity carried out in pursuance of this Agreement, shall
constituie recognition of claims or positions of any Contracting Party concerning legal status and
extent of waters and zones by any such Contracting Pariy,

Article 4; Membership

1. Membership in the Commission shall br open to Members and Associate Members of the
Orpanization and such non-member Stales as are members of the United Nations or any of its
specialized agencies, :

a) that are:

i) coastal States or Associale Members situated wholly or partly within the area of
application;
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b)

it) Stales or Associate Members whose vessels engage in fishing, or intend 1o conduct
fishing, in the area of application {or stocks covered by this Agreement; or

iii)regional cconomic integration organizations of which any State referred 10 in
subparagraphs (i), or (i) above is a member and 1o which that State has transfereed
competence over matters within the purview of this Agreement;

and that accept this Agreement in accordance with the provisions of Article 23 below.

2. For the purposes of this Agreement, the term “whose vessels” in relation 1o a Contracting Party
regional economic integration organization means the vessels of a Member State of such
Contracting Party regional economic integration organization.

Article §: General principles

in giving effect to the objective of this Agreement, the Commission shall:

adopt recommendations on conservation and management measures aimed at ensuring the
long-term sustainability of fishing activities, in order to preserve the marine Jiving resolirees,
the ecopemic and social viability of fisheries and aguaculture; in adopting such
recommendations, the Commission shall give particular atienlion lo measures 1o prevent
overfishing-and minimize-discards. The Commission shallalso:pay. particuiar attention:to:1ng
potential impacts on small-scale fisheries and local communities; :

formulate, in nccordance with Article 8(b), appropriate measures based on the best scientific
advice available, taking into account relevant environmental, economic and social factors;

apply the precautionary approach in accordance with the 1995 Agreement and the Code of
Conduct for Responsible Fisheries;

consider aguaculture, including culivre-based fisheries, as a means to promote the

diversification of income and diet and, in so doing. ensure that fiving marine resources are’

used responsibly, that genetic diversity is conserved and adverse impacis on the environment
and local communities are minimized;

foster, as appropriate, a subregional approach to fisheries management and aquaculiure
development in order 10 betler address the specificities of the Mediterranean ant the Black
Sea;

take the appropriate meosures 10 ensure compliance with its recommendations to deter and
eradicate illegal, unreported and unregulated fishing activities,

promote transparency in its decision-making processes and other activities; and

carry out such other relevant aclivities as may be necessary for the Commission 1o achieve its
principles as defined above.

Article 6; The Commission

{. Each Contracting Party shall be represented at sessions of the Commission by one delegate, who
may be accompanied by an alternate and by experts and advisers. Participation in meetings of the
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Commission by alternates, experts. and advisers shall not eatail the right to vole, except in the case
of an alternate who is acting in the place of a delegate during his absence.

[

. Subject 10 paragraph 3, cach Coutracting Party shall have one vote. Decisions of the Commission
shall be 1aken by a majority of the votes casl, except as ptherwise provided by this Agreement. A
majority of the toial membership of the Commission shall constitute a quorum.

3. A regional economic integration organization that is a Contracting Party to the Commission shall-
be emitied lo exercise, in any meeting of the Commission or of any subsidiary body of the
Commission, 8 number of votes equal 1o the number of its Member States that are entitled 10 vote
in such meeting,

4. A regional economic integration organization that is @ Contracting Party to the Commission shall
exercise its membership rights on an alternative basis with its Member States that are Contracting -
Parties to the Commission in the areas of their respective competence. Whenever a regional
economic integration organization that is a Contracting Party 1o the Commission exercises its right
10 vole, its Member States shall not exercise theirs, and conversely.

. Any Contracting Party to the Commission may .request a regional economic . integration
organization that is a Contracting Party to the Commission or its Member States that are
Contracting Parties to the Commission to provide information as 1o which, as between the
Contracling  Party regional economic integration organization and its Member States, has
competence-irespecrofany=specificquestion=TheTegfonal-economic=integration-organization-or
Al Member States concerned shall provide this information on such request.

6. Beiore -any meeting of the Commission or a subsidiary body of the Commission, .a regionsl
economic integration organization that is a Contracting Party to the Commission, or its Member
States that are Coniracting Parties to the Commission shall indicate which, as between the regionai
economic integration organization and its Member States, has competence in respect to.any specific
question to be considered in the meeting and which, as between the regional economic integration -
organization and its Member States, shall exercise the right to vote in respect of ench particular
.agenda item, Nothing in this pacagraph shall prevent a regional economic integration organization
that is a Contracting Party 1o the Cominission or its Member States that are-Contracting Parties to
the Commission from making a single declaration for the purposes of this paragraph, which
declaration shall remain in Torce for questions and agenda items 10 be considered at all subsequent
meetings subject 1o such exceptions or modifications as may be indicated before any individual
meeting,

7. In-cases where an agenda item covers both matters in respect of which competence has been
transferred (o the regional economic integration organization and matters which lie within the
competence of its Member States, both the regional cconomic integration organization and jis
Member States may participate in the discussions. In such cases the meeling, in arriVing at its
decisions, shall take into account only the intervention of the Contracting Party which has the right
1o vote,

8. For the purpose of determining & quorum of any meeting of the Commission, the delegation of a
regional economic integration organization that is a Contracting Party 1o (he Comemission shall be
counted 1o the extent that it is entitled to vote in the meeting in respect of which the quorum is
sought,

9. The principle of cost-effectiveness shall apply to the frequency, duration and scheduling of sessions
-and other meetings and activities held under the auspices of the Commission,
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Article 7: The Bureau

The Commission shall elect a Chairperson and two Vice-Chairpersons by a two-third majority. The
three shall constitute the Bureau of the Commission which will operate in accordance with the terms
of reference set ont in the Rules of Procedure.

Article 8: Funciions of the Commission

in nccordance with its objectives and general principles, the Commission shall exercise the following
functions:

a) regularly review and nssess the state of Hiving marine resources;

b) formulate and recommend, in accordance with the provisions of Article 13, Approprwxe
measures, including: ‘

iy Tor the conservation and management of living marine resources found in the area of
_application;

ii) o minimize impacts for fishing activities on living marine resources and their

ecosystams;

itiyio adopt multiannual management plans applied in the totality of the relevant subregions
based on an ecosystem approach to fisheries to guarantee the maintenance of stocks
above levels which can produce maximum sustainable yield, and consistent with actions
already taken & the national level;

iv)1o establish fisheries restricied areas for the protection of vuinerable marine ecosystems,
including but not limited lo nursery and spawning areas, in addition {o or to comp!emcm
similar measures that may already be included in management plans; :

v} to ensure, if possible through electronic means, the collection, submission, verification,
storing and dissemination of data and information, consistent with relevant data
confidentiality policies and reguirements;

vi)1o take action to prevent, deter and eliminate iflegal, unreporied and unregulated fishing,

including mechanisms for effective monitoring, control and surveillance;

vii) to resolve situations of non-compliance, including through an appropriate system of
measures. The Commission shall define this system of measures and the way to
implement them in its Rules of Procedure;

¢) promoie the sustainable develapment of aguaculture;

d) repularly review the socioeconomic aspects of the fishing industry, including by obtaining
and evaluating economic and other data and information relevant to the work of the
Commission,;

e) promote the developmem of instiulional capacity and human resources, particularly
through education, lraining and vocational activities in argas of competence of the
Commission;
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f)  enhance communication and consultation with civil society concerned with aquaculture and
fishing

g) encourage, recomimend, coordinale and, undertake rescarch and development activities,
including cooperative projects in the areas of fisheries and the protection of living marine
rESOUrCEs;

h) adopt and amend, by a two-thirds majority of its membership, its Rules ol Procedure and
Financial Repulations and such other internal adinistrative regulations as may be
necessary (o carry out its functions;

i) approve its budget and programme of work and cxercise any other function as may be
necessary for achieving the objective of this Agreement,

Article 9: Subsidiary bodies of the Commission

1. The Commission may establish, ss necessary, lemporary, special or standing subsidiary bod;cs 1o
smdy and r!:port on matiers perxammg, 0 1hc purposcs of the Comnnsssou and wor}ung pames to
’bothes sfiall hc setout in lhc Rules of Procedure taxmg ifi consideration Ehe feed Tor a ';ubregmndl
approach. The Commission may also establish specific mechanisms for the Black Sea region-which
will endeavour 1o ensure a full participation of all riparian States, in accordance ‘with their status
within the Commissior, to fisheries management related decisions.

. The subsidiary bodies and working parties referred 1o in paragraph 1 above shall be convened by
the Chairperson of the Commission at such times and places as are determined by the Chairperson
in consultation with the Director-General of the Organization, as appropriate,

3. The establishment by the Commission of subsidiary bodies and working parties referred 1o in
paragraph 1 above shall be subject to the availability of necessary funds and, before taking any
decision involving expenditure, the Commission shall have beforz it a report from the Executive
Secretary on administrative and financial implications. ‘

4. Each Contracting Parly shall be entitled to appoint one representative to any subsidiary body and
working party, who at sessions may be accompanied by alternates, experts and advisers,

5. Contracting Parties shall provide available information relevant to the functioning of cach
subsidiary body and working party in such a way as to enable them to {ulfil their responsibilities.

Article 10: The Seerctariat

I, The Secretariat shall be composed of the Executive Secrctary and such staff serving the .
Commission. The Exccutive Secretary and the staff of the Secretariat shall be appointed and
governed in accordance with the terms, conditions and procedures laid down in the Administrative
Manual, Staff Regulations and StafT Rules of the Organization, as generally applicable to other
stafl members of the Organization.

2. The Executive Secretary of the Commission shall be appoimed by the Director-General with the
approval of the Commission, or in the evenl of appointment between regular sessions of the
Commission, with the approva} of the Contracting Parties.
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3.

The Executive Secretary shall be responsible for monitoring the implementation of the policies and
activities of the Commission and shall report thereon to the Commission, according to the terms of
reference set ot in the Rules of Provedure. The Executive Secretary shall also act as Execulive
Sccretary to other subsidiary bodies established by the Commission, 25 required.

Article 11: Financial arrangements

At each regular session, the Commission shall adopt its autonomous budget for three years, which
may be reviewed on a yearly basis at the regular session. The budget will be adopted by consensus
of its Contracting Parties, provided however thal if, after every effort has been made, a consensus
cannot be reached in the course of that session, the matter will be put to a vote and the budget shall
be adopted by a two-thirds majority of its Contracting Parties.

Each Contracting Party shall undertake 1o contribute annually its share of the autonomous budget
based on the scale of contributions determined in accordance with a scheme which the Comumission
shall adopt or amend by consensus. The scheme shall be set out in the Financial Regulations.

. Any non-member of the Organization that becomes a Contracting Party shall be required to make

such contribution towards the expenses incurred by the Organization with respect to the stW:txcs
of the Comimission as the Commission may determine. : ;

. Conmhumnsslmll-berpxgxablc-m freelyconverible-cusrencies-unless-otherwise-determined-by-the,

Eommission-with the-coricurrence of the DirectoiGeneral-of the- Organization:

. The Commission may accept donations and other forms of mssistance from organizations,

individuals and othér sources for pitrposes connected with the fulfilment of any of its furictions.
The Commission may also accept voluntary contributions generally or in connection with specific
projects or activities of the Commission which shall be exccuted by the Secretariat. Voluntary

contributions, donations and other forms of assistance received shall be paid into a trust fund 10 be

established and administrated by the Organization in conformny with the Financial Regulations and
Rules of the Organization.

A Conuacting Party which is in arrears in the payment of its financial contributions to the
Commission shall have no vote in the Commission if the amount of its arrears equals or exceeds
the nmount of the contributions due from it for the two preceding calendar years, The Commission
may, nevertheless, permit such a Contracting Party to vote if it is satisfied that the failure to pay
was due to conditions beyond the control of the Contracting Party but in no case shall it extend the
right to vote beyond a further two calendar years,

Article 12: Expenses

]. The expenses of the Secretariat, including publications and communications and the expenses

incurred by the Chairperson and Vice-Chairpersons of the Commission, when performing duties on

behalf of the Commission between sessions of the Comimission, shall be determined and paid fmm a

the budget of the Commission.

. The expenses of rescarch and development projects undertaken by individual Contracting Parties,

whether independently or upon recommendation of the Commission, shall be determined and paid
by the Contracting Parties concerned.

. The expenses incurred in connection with cooperative research or development projects

undertaken, unless otherwise available, shall be determined and paid by the Contracting Pasies in
the form and proportion to which they shall mutually apree. ’

. The cxpenses of experts inviled 1o attend meetings of the Commission and its subsidiary bodies in

their individua) capacity shall be borne by the budget of the Commission.
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3. The expenses of the Commission shall be paid out of its autonomous budget excepi thase relating
to such staff and facilities as can be made available by the Organization. The expenses o be bomg
by the Organization shall be determined and paid within the limits of the biennial budget prepared
by 1he Director-General and approved by the Conference of the Organization in accordance with
the Financial Regulations and Rules of the Organization.

6. Expenses incurred by delepates, their aliernates, experts and advisers when atlending, us
povernmen! representatives, sessions of the Commission and its subsidiary bodies, as well as the
expenses incurred by observers al sessions, shall be borne by the respective povernments or
organizations. In recognition of the special requirements of developing States Contracting Parties,
according to Article 17 and subject (o the availability of funds, the expenses could be borne by the
budget of the Commission.

Artiele 13; Decision making

{. The recommendations referred 1o in Article 8(b), shall be adopted by a two-thirds majority of the
Convracting Parties of the Commission present and voting. The text of such recommendationy shall -
be communicated by the Executive Secretary to each Contracting Party, cooperaling! non-
Contracting Party and reievant non-Contracting Party.

3. Any Coniracting Party of the Commission may, within ene hundred and twenty days from the date
of notification of' 2 recommendation, object 1o it and, in that event, shall not be under obligation te
give effect to that recommendation. The abjection should include a wrinien explanation of reasons
for objecting, and where approprizte, proposals for aliernative megsures. In the event of an
objection being made within the one hundred and twemy days period, any other Contracting Party
may similarly object at any time within a further period of sixty days. A Contracting Party ma)
also, at any time, withdraw its objection and give effect to a recommendation,

4. If objeetions 10 a recommendation are made by more than one-third of the Contmacting Parties of
the Commission, the other Contracting Parties shall be relieved forthwith of any obligation.to give
effect to that recommendation; nevertheless any or all of them may agree among themselves (o give
effect o it

5. The Executive Secretary shall promptly notily cach Contracting Party immediately upon ucupz of
ench objection or withdrawal of objection.

6. In exceptional circumstances, when required by a Contsacting Party as determined by the Executive
Seeretary in consultation with the Chairperson, if urgent matters requite Contracting Parties 1o take
decisions between sessions of the Commission any rapid means of communication, including
electronic means of communication, may be used for decision-making with respect to procedural
and administrative matiers of the Commission only, including any of its subsidiary bodies, other
than matiers relating 1o the interpretation of und the adoption of amendrments 1o the Agreement or
its Rules of Procedure.

Articie 14: Obligations relating to the implementation of decisions by the Contracting
Partles

1. Subject to the provisions of this Article, the Contracting Parties of 1he Commission undertake to
give effect t any recommendations made by the Commission under Article 8(b), from the date
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determined by the Commission, which shafl not be before the period for objection provided for in
Article 13 has clapsed.

. Each Contracting Party shall transpose, as appropriste. adopted rccommendations into national

laws. scgulations or appropriate legal instrumemts ol the repional cconomic integration
organization. They shall report annually to the Commission indicating how they have implemented
snd/or transposed the recommendations, including providing such relevant legislative documents in
connection with these recommendations as may be required by the Commission and information on
the monitoring and control of their fisheries. The Commission shall use this information to assess
whether the recommendations are uniformly implemented,

Each Contracting Party shal) take measures and cooperate 10 ensuse that their duties as flag States
and port States are fulfilled in accordance with relevant international instruments to which it is a
party and with recommendations adopted by the Commission,

. The Commission, through a process leading to the identification of cases of non-compliance, will

address Contracting Parties which [ail 1o comply with recommendations adopted by the
Commission with a view to resolving situations of non-compliance.

. The Commission shall define through its Rules of Procedure appropriate measures which mgy -be

taken by the Commission when Contracting Parlies are identified as being in prolongefl and
unjustified non-compliance with its recommendations.

Article 18 Observers

. in accordance with the Rules of the Oreanization. the Commission may invile or, upon their

request, allow in observer capacity regional or international governmental organizations and
regional or international or other non-governmental organizations, including from the private
sector, which have interests and objectives common with those of the Commission or whase

activities are pertinent (o the work of the Commission or its subsidiary bodies.

. Any Member or Associate Member of the Organization that is not a Contracting Party may, upon
its request, be invited as an observer at sessions of the Commission and its subsidiary bodies::lt.

may submit memoranda and participate without vote in discussions.

The Commission, through the Secretarial, may invite non-Contracting Parties whose vessels
engage in fishing in the aren of spplication, with particular reference 10 coastal States, to cooperate
fully in the implementation of its recommendations, including by becoming cooperating non-
Contracting Parties. The Commission may accept by consensus of its Contracting Parties any
application for granting cooperating non-Contracting Party status provided however that if, after
every effort has been made, a consensus cannot be reached, the matter will be put to a volte and the
cooperating non-Contracting Party status will be granted by a two-thirds majority of its Contracting
Parties.

This Agreement shall be avtomatically terminated if and when, as the result of withdrawals, the
number of Contracting Partics drops below five, unless the remaining Contracting Parties unanimously
decide otherwise.

Article 28: Certilication and repistrotion

The text of this Agreement was originally {ormulated at Rome on the 24™ day of September one
thousand nine hundred and forty-nine in the French language. Two copies in the Arabic, English,
French and Spanish languages of this Agreement and of any amendments o this Agreement shall be
certified by the Chairperson of the Commission and by the Director-General of the Organization. One
of these copies shall be deposited in the archives of the Organization. The other copy shall be
transmitted to the Secretary-General of the United Nations Jor regisiration. In addition, the Dirgctor-
General shall certify copies of this Agreement and transmit one copy io each member of the

4, The award of the arbitral tribunal shall be made by a majority of its members, who may not
abstain from voting.

3. Any Contracting Party which is pot a Party 1o the disputc may intervene in the proceedings
with the consent of the arbitral tribunal.

6. The award of the arbitral tribunal shall be final and binding on Contracting Parties to the
dispute and on any. Contracling Party which intervenes in the proceedings and shall be
complied with without delay. The arbitral tribunal shall interpret the award at the request of -

one of the Contracting Parties to the dispute or of any intervening Contracting Party.
7. Uniess the arbitral tribunal determines otherwise because of the particular circumstances of the |

case, the expenses of the tribunal, including the remuneration of its members. shall be borne
by the Contracting Parties to the dispute in equal shares.
